Wow, talk about a reality check!  

“Did I really do it that much?”  

“Yes,” she said, “just be you.”  I 

didn’t even realize!  I sat on that 

for awhile.  Thought about it; 

“chewed it up” so to speak.  
Then I swallowed it. My friend 

was right – even subconsciously 

I had been comparing myself to 

others.  Now those others have 

great abilities and talents and 

deserve to be recognized for 

those gifts, but I wasn’t a loser 

either, and by comparing myself 

to others I was defeated before 

I started.  So, I decided then and 

there to focus on what I can do, 

and to do it well.

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I would like to address the metamor-

phous I have viewed in my 12 years of 

teaching and my 34 years involve-

ment in Family and Consumer Sci-

ences, from the Home Economics col-

lege student to a teacher. 

I started my interest in Home Eco-

nomics - now Family and Consumer 

Sciences - at California Polytechnic 

State University, San Luis Obispo as 

my parents felt I might be able to un-

derstand the subject matter.  There 

were no consumer education courses, 

no business courses, only teaching 

and textiles concentrations.  A few 

years before I arrived they decided to 

stop the practice of making all of the 

students in the major live in a house 

where they were graded on their 

cleanliness and cooking abilities.  

When I graduated with my bachelor 

of sciences in Home Economics and a 

minor in Agribusiness Management 

as well as Crop Sciences, I left behind 

a department that had a career focus 

in consumer education, business 

courses and other grads combining 

Home Economics and Agribusiness 

Management, in which I was the first 

dual major. 

Last November when I attended the 

National ACTE conference I thought 

back to my college days as that was 

the last time I had attended a na-

tional conference that dealt with 

Family and Consumer Sciences.  I 

was 21 years old, AHEA president for 

Cal Poly and standing among women 

leaders in Seattle, Washington and 

remembering it was the first time I 

was in a room of women leaders.  I did 

a seminar on a personõs strengths and 

weakness that changed my life and 

made me understand my passion and 

my fit in the world of Family and Con-

sumer Sciences.  In Nashville when I 

was at the FACSE meetings I was 

now one of the leaders, not standing 

on the side lines in awe, but in the 

midst of discussions of how to bring 

FACSE to young people.  I had 

changed and I felt what a journey it 

had been to be on the side lines at 21, 

but a member of this group of movers 

and shakers at 53!  

At the ACTE conference I grew as a 

teacher, attending seminars on how to 

communicate with your students us-

ing social internet networks, com-

puters and tools they use, listening to 

Chef Jeff Henderson explain his 

metamorphous from 19-year-old drug 

seller to one of America's top chefs, 

learning how to work with all types of 

personalities and attending several 

best practices workshops in our field.  

I even won a year-long site license for 

a personal finance program that will 

be used by me for my Independent 

Living-Life After High School course, 

by the special education department, 

and by our accounting department. 

With budget cuts, this program will 

allow my school to finally teach stu-

dents about personal finances, ac-

counting, and budgets using com-

puters and programs that will allow 

for student interaction and individu-

alized programs. 

At one of the main FACSE meetings, 

there were speakers from our Fall 

Conference and I realized that WA-

FACSE is in the main stream of the 

metamorphous of Family and Con-

sumer Sciences.  We have made 

changes in our programs and weõre 

meeting the needs of our students 

while meeting national standards.  I 

learned so much in Nashville - Rox-

anne and I  hit the hotel running and 

we were on the go until we left.  In 

fact, we never did see downtown 

Nashville in the daylight.   On a per-

sonal note, I was able to attend the 

Grand Ole Opry and hear Charlie 

Daniels (who was one of my favorite 

bands in my youth) and I thought:   I 

listened to his music in college, as a 

young mom, as a career woman, and 

now as a mature adult!  

Our programs often provide metamor-

phous for the young people we teach 

as leaders of our student leadership 

organizations or in our classes.  At 

times we do not even know we started 

changes in a young personõs life until 

years later.  We all work hard to 

match our studentsõ interests with 

careers, use our courses of personal 

finances, culinary, independent living, 

cooking, health, textiles, interior de-

sign, and teaching to provide hands 

on learning in fields so students can 

excel in helping others.  I know each 

and every one of you has taken time 

to be there for a student, be the par-

ent they need, give them the money 

for lunch, listen to their fears, hold 

their hands when they made wrong 

choices, even get in a few faces as you 

know that student has potential, and 

you do it without evening thinking.  It 

is part of your teaching style; it is who 

you are.   

These past few months, for the first 

time in years, I have had students 

return to say I wanted you to know 

you changed my life.  One young man 

wanted me to see him sober, to know 

he had  been sober for months, was at 

another high school and, yes, he 

would graduate and, yes, he did hear 

me when I would ask him to please 

come to my class sober.  One student 

came back to tell me he was working 

in a non-profit marketing field for the 

homeless and he did not learn much 

from my marketing classes, but he 

learned from me that he could believe 

in himself and be a success.  One of 

my judges for my DECA event was my 

former president who in 2004 had no 

confidence, no parent support, and 

was put into my world.  I pushed her 

and then expected more, and now she 

is one of my professional peers-equals.  

She has served as my replacement for 

DECA conferences when I was attend-

ing our Fall conference, she mentors 

my new leaders and we now are 

friends.  We discussed the changes in 

our world from teacher/student - from 

holding her hand when she did not 

graduate on time to finding her a ca-

reer now.  So each day when you 

think you can't do it again, just re-

member there may be a student for 

who you are their hope and their sup-

port.   

Lastly, I want to talk about the meta-

morphous of our organization.  As I 

start to work on my duties as presi-

dent-elect and president, I want to 

represent what you want from your 

professional organization.  With 

budget cuts in all of our districts, I 

want to make sure your Fall Confer-

ence 2010 offers workshops and ven-

dors that meet your needs.
